This letter form is an invitation for you to apply to the 2010 5 Section Taijiquan intensive with Sam 

Masich and assistant instructors Jill Heath and Adriaan Blaauw. The class will be limited to 18 

participants.

Objectives of the course: In this intensive we will be focusing on the 5 Section Taijiquan curriculum in 

its entirety with the purpose of developing high level practitioners. Instruction will include: 
the five 5 Section Taijiquan forms, Jue-shou and Jue-jian partner practices, and Core Principles. 
It is expected that participants will advance greatly in all practical and theoretical aspects of this material. 

Upon satisfactory completion, each class member will receive a participant’s certificate.

Eligibility requirements: This course is designed for serious students of taijiquan who wish to complete 

the entire 5 Section Taijiquan syllabus as taught by Sam Masich. To be eligible for the course, students 

must have studied approximately 50% of the material prior to the start date of the class.* Ideally this will 

have been with Sam or his advanced students but work with other teachers will be taken into 

consideration as well. Students must be willing to work hard for long hours, commit to the schedule of 

training for the four weeks and meet financial commitments.

Framework of the intensive: The course will run from July 2 to 26 in 2010 in Gatineau, Quebec, 

Canada. Classes will take place four days per week, running Fridays through Mondays. (Some subjects 

may be taught in seminar format allowing participation of outside students).

Deadlines for Application: Submission deadline for application is March 15, 2010 although you may 

apply any time upon receiving or downloading this invitation to apply. (Acceptance is not strictly on a 

'first-come, first-serve' basis but date of application by equally qualified applicants may be considered.) 

Financial: Tuition for the intensive is $1875 (C$). This includes instruction and course materials. 

You must provide your own training sword. The tuition fee does not include meals or accommodation 

though we can endeavor to assist you in finding a reasonably priced place to stay. Payment schedule, 

deposit and other financial information will be forwarded should your application be accepted.

*Prior to this intensive Sam, Jill, Adriaan or other instructors may offer courses or tutelage in topics which 

support the curriculum eligibility requirement. Candidates may apply for this intensive with the intention 

of boosting their knowledge of the syllabus to 50% (i.e. three of the forms and/or jue-shou practices). All 

5 Section Taijiquan forms are available as instructional videos and DVD's from Little Productions.
